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RECOMMENDED WILDERNESS AREAS

1.  Recommendation for Wilderness Area:  
Among the ten proposed wilderness areas, there is one proposal which stands out and has the most compelling case for wilderness designation:  the North Chiricahua Proposed Wilderness Area.  This area offers the greatest degree of wilderness character and was rated high both for wilderness capability and high for the ability of the Forest Service to manage it as wilderness.  Public access to the area and current recreational uses could continue as they exist now.  Recommend the Forest proceed with this proposal only.

2.   Remaining Nine Areas - 

These areas have a varying degree of suitability and in most cases, a wilderness designation would complicate management of the area due to the additional restrictions on motorized use and motorized tools.   

For example, these restrictions would 

a.   adversely impact the use of chainsaws for trail maintenance and vegetation management.  

b.   eliminate some recreational values that currently exist in most of these areas (example:  the semi-primitive 

      motorized opportunity spectrum for off-highway vehicles)  
        Regarding the Whetstone Mountains, there have been discussions between Pima County officials and Cochise Trails 

        Association about a conceptual trail system linking the Pima County Trail System to Cochise County trails and 

        Kartchner Caverns State Park.  The proposed Whetstone Potential Wilderness Area could complicate trail planning 

        and development by restricting motorized access and use of chainsaws for trail construction.  

        In the East Catalina Potential Wilderness Area, mountain biking along the Arizona Trail and other trails would be 

        eliminated.

       Wild Backcountry -  CONCERN

Based on analysis of the maps of each Ranger District, the description and acreage proposed for Wild Backcountry does not conform to the existing character and uses of these areas.  The proposed definition is too narrowly drawn and leads one to believe that these are virtually roadless areas or areas that should be managed for wilderness characteristics.  Lands proposed for Wild Backcountry do include those qualities but also include other equally important qualities, such as the existence of motorized access roads and backcountry touring opportunities in the primitive to semi-primitive recreation opportunity spectrum (see list of roads in Wild Backcountry zone at enclosure 1).  If the Forest chooses to draw the boundaries of Wild Backcountry as proposed in the draft Forest Plan, then the description and desired conditions must be modified to broaden the character and scope of its recreational values.  Otherwise the public’s enjoyment of these areas would be diminished.  Recommend the following description for Wild Backcountry be used in lieu of the existing description:

The Galiuro EMA contains some of the most restrictive  access in southern Arizona.  The Coronado National Forest, Southwestern Region, Current Public Access Map identifies a minimum of 30 public access sites into the Galiuro EMA.  Of these 30 access points, 15 are now blocked by private landowners, providing no public access.  Of the remaining 15, 11 are currently open but with no permanent legal access.  These 11 access points can be legally blocked at any time and are now open at the discretion of the landowner.  This leaves 4 out of 30 access points open with permanent legal public access.  Only 13% of Galiuro EMA public access points meet the Management Plan Draft definition of “permanent legal public access into all sides of the EMA…”.  Examples of some of the more well known and long standing access blockages are the YLE Ranch Road, the Rhodes Ranch road, the Mercer Ranch Rd, Bunker Hill Road through Mulberry Canyon and on the east side High Creek Rd, to name a few.  These and other road closures block access to traditional Galiuro recreation areas such as Sombrero Butte, Keilberg Canyon and Keilberg Peak, Rhodes and Maverick Mountains, Cake Mountain and Biscuit Peak, and Sunset and Paddy Mountains.  Recreational opportunities for all users are severely restricted.

             GENERAL CONCERN -

 The Draft Plan for the Pinaleno EMA, except for recognizing that two state highways (266 and 366) provide access to the developed campsites in the EMA, totally ignores the access issue.  Nothing is said about present or future access to the lower reaches of the Pinalenos, nor about the existing primitive roads atop the mountain.  The writer(s) of this part of the Draft Plan have focused so much on ways to recognize the claims of the various Indian tribes that they seem to have ignored other relevant issues that should be addressed in a Management Plan, including public access.  The map at the beginning of the Safford District Draft Plan clearly shows that there are many roads accessing the foothills and lower canyons of the mountain, one of which, Tripp Canyon Road, even climbs to the top of West Peak.  Unfortunately, many of the roads shown do not provide permanent legal access to the public, but are closed to public use or could be closed by landowners and others.

(access to Dry Canyon and southeast side of mountain range); FR 4228 (access to French

The Wild Backcountry zone includes

roads that provide critical access to hiking destinations. To highlight the importance of

these roads for motorized access, they could be zoned as Roaded Backcountry. Another

option would be to add a sub-zone to Wild Backcountry called “Motorized Access

Corridors” and place these roads in that sub-zone. These access roads include the

following: FR 4272 (access to Buehman Canyon); FR 4277/4282 (access to east side of

Catalina Mountains); FR 4366 (access to southwest side of Rincon Mountains); FR 4359

(access to Turkey Creek trail/Arizona Trail); FR 4357X (access to Bear Creek); FR 4357

(access to Hells Gate); FR 42B/road to Park Tank (access to Arizona Trail), and FR 42A

(access to north side of Rincon Wilderness). The following roads located north of

Redington Road and east of Agua Caliente Canyon are more characteristic of the Roaded

Backcountry zone than Wild Backcountry zone: FR 4321/4322, FR 6614, FR 4315, FR

4313, FR 4314, FR 4320FR 4326, FR 4340, FR 4304, FR 4300, FR 4331, FR 4329, and

FR 4330. These roads are largely included in the current Forest Service Redington Pass

Backcountry Touring Area, provide access to destinations such as Chimney Rock, and

should remain available for OHV recreation.

DOUGLAS RANGER DISTRICT:

Dragoon Geographical Area:

Agree with the proposed zones except as follows. The Wild Backcountry zone includes

roads that provide critical access to hiking destinations. To highlight the importance of

these roads for motorized access, they could be zoned as Roaded Backcountry. Another

option would be to add a sub-zone to Wild Backcountry called “Motorized Access

Corridors” and place these roads in that sub-zone. These roads include the following:

FR 4235/4236 (access to Fourr Canyon and west side of mountain range); FR

4216/4212/4803 (access to Wood Canyon); FR 689 (access to northwest side of mountain

range); and FR 345A (access to China Peak).

Peloncillo Geographical Area:

Agree with the proposed zones except as follows. The Wild Backcountry zone includes

roads that provide critical access to hiking destinations. To highlight the importance of

these roads for motorized access, they could be zoned as Roaded Backcountry. Another

option would be to add a sub-zone to Wild Backcountry called “Motorized Access

Corridors” and place these roads in that sub-zone. These access roads include the

following: FR 4342 (access to Sycamore Creek and Guadalupe Canyon); and FR

4313/4821/4331/4332 (access to north end of mountain range)..

Chiricahua Geographical Area:

Agree with the proposed zones except as follows. The Wild Backcountry zone includes

roads that provide critical access to hiking destinations. To highlight the importance of

these roads for motorized access, they could be zoned as Roaded Backcountry. Another

option would be to add a sub-zone to Wild Backcountry called “Motorized Access

Corridors” and place these roads in that sub-zone. These access roads include the

following: FR 717 (access to trailhead for west side of North Bruno Canyon trail); and

FR 255 (access to trailhead for Emigrant Canyon Trail). On the east side of the mountain

range, the un-numbered Sulphur Canyon Road should be designated as Roaded

Backcountry as it provides motorized access to the Sulphur Draw and Sulphur Peak area.

Also, the corridor along FR 41 (West Turkey Creek Road) is proposed for the Developed

Recreation zone. Though it has some aspects of that zone, I believe it should be placed in

the Roaded Backcountry zone and managed for a more primitive recreation experience.

NOGALES RANGER DISTRICT

Santa Rita Geographical Area:

Agree with the proposed zones except as follows. The Wild Backcountry zone includes

roads that provide critical access to hiking destinations. To highlight the importance of

these roads for motorized access, they could be zoned as Roaded Backcountry. Another

option would be to add a sub-zone to Wild Backcountry called “Motorized Access

Corridors” and place these roads in that sub-zone. These access roads include the

following: FR 4321/795 (access to Josephine Canyon trail); FR 4303/4301 (access to

Elephant Head trail); FR 72 (access to Walker Basin and Arizona Trail); FR 785 (access

to trailhead for Gardner Trail to Mt Wrightson); and FR 92 (access to trailhead for Cave

Canyon Trail to Florida Saddle).

PUBLIC ACCESS





Rapid growth, increased development to interior and adjacent private lands, and the nature of the  sky islands within the Coronado NF  have  greatly contributed to the Forest’s access problem as mentioned in the Comprehensive Evaluation Report, dated April 2009.  When 200 of the  300 access points for  1,780,000 acres do not have a secured legal right of way,  public access must become a priority for this Forest Plan.

      Requested Action:  Add the following:


      “Public access is a priority for this Plan and should be supported with increased resources to enable forest visitors to access and enjoy the Forest’s rich outdoor heritage and recreational values.   Many permanent legal public access issues have been resolved through collaborative access and travel management planning efforts with county, state and other federal agencies, third-parties, interested organizations and publics, and private landowners.  Both federal and non-federal resources (e.g. grant funding) are acquired to resolve lack of permanent legal access to NFS lands.  Legal venues are pursued by federal solicitors to restore public access to and through NFS lands illegally blocked by private landowners or lessees.  Ongoing collaboration with forest users and sportsman groups has identified priority access issues from the public’s perspective.   Transportation planning and limited road relocation, reconstruction, and construction have eliminated the need for right-of-ways acquisition in many areas of the forest. 
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
