Thank you for submitting the Mule Creek Purple Martin Important Bird Area nomination.  For a site to be identified as an Important Bird Area (IBA) it must meet one or more of a set of standardized criteria that were developed by a committee of bird experts from throughout the state.  In addition, avian experts throughout Colorado review site nominations and decides whether or not a site meets the criteria based on the ornithological data submitted.

The Important Bird Areas program is a program of the National Audubon Society and has no regulatory authority.   There are no regulations attached to sites that receive designation as IBAs because of the IBA designation.  Rather, we hope to work with landowners in making them aware of the importance of their land to certain bird species and helping to provide ideas for management that would be beneficial to the birds and the landowner.

The Mule Park Purple Martin IBA nomination was recently reviewed by local avian experts and the area nominated met the established Important Bird Areas criteria and thus has been accepted and identified as an Important Bird Area.  The site is considered important because it supports special-concern species, other high conservation priority species, unique habitat, and significant concentrations of landbirds within Colorado.  We recognize that your stewardship of the land has contributed to it being a location where these birds have continued to thrive.  We hope to support your continued stewardship efforts and to find opportunities to work cooperatively to ensure that sites like the Mule Park Purple Martin IBA remain areas that are important for birds.
