Benefits of Beavers


From an ecological perspective, beavers are good for watersheds. Beavers 
cutting aspen, willow and other trees will cause the trees to regenerate. Their 
dams expand the floodplain into a drainage which allows them to safely reach 
food further from the original stream channel.  This slowing and expanding of 
water in the drainage, in turn increases riparian plants, which previously could 
only grow directly along the stream since the uplands were too dry.  The 
Riparian is one of the more diverse habitat types in Colorado, so beavers can 
help improve and expand it.
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
