Easier climbing can be

had elsewhere.  FYI, I am not a climber, but I know that rock climbing takes passion and grit to do, and I'll bet you

dollars to doughnuts that if you do this idiotic thing, you will lose your serious climber population and their passion

and dedication to the sport and their support for the places that demand their best.
