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Comments: Fixed anchors are the antithesis of wilderness. They are not a natural interface with nature, but are
rather imposed upon it with brute force and manufactured mechanics that never go away. They degrade the rock
face, and invite hordes of semi-skilled climbers who tend to degrade the area. Only free climbing is compatible

with wilderness.
