This
alternative uses the mountains to help secure the facility and would mean the dam would only cover 10% of the
entire perimeter. Whereas Alternative 3 would move the TSF to a pristine area - a subpar option.

Reviewing Midas Gold[rsquo]s plans it is clear to me the company really believes in taking care of the
environment and keeping the community safe. | urge you to permit the Stibnite Gold Project using alternative two
and keep this project moving forward.
