According to studies, it
will GREATLY improve ground and surface water conditions at the site and be a big step forward to improving
the environmental conditions at the site. | prefer Alternative 2 because it will allow bring solutions to the site in the
fastest way possible . Alternative 3 and 4 would delay these benefits by two years. Alternative 5 would leave the
site as it is today and conditions would likely only get worse, so what's the point?

In reviewing Midas Gold's plans it is clear to me the company really believes in taking care of the environment
and keeping the community safe. | urge you to permit the Stibnite Gold Project using alternative two and keep
this project moving forward.
