 Midas Gold's plan to remove, reuse, and reprocess tailings and waste rock, which your own draft environmental

impact statement says will help the local ecosystem by reducing the high concentrations of metals that have

leached into the water, makes sense if followed. In Chapter 4 of the draft EIS, it says removing legacy tailings

and waste lowers concentrations of antimony and arsenic in the East Fork South Fork of the Salmon River (4.9-

 For the above reasons and many more, please move forward with the permitting process. The comment period

provides plenty of time to read the DEIS and submit comments. Further extensions of the comment period are

unnecessary and will needlessly delay the project.
