For example, Midas is cleaning up old mining waste from 

projects dating back to the WWII era. I know that Alternative 2 is a holistic proposal that addresses 

existing issues and protects against their reoccurrence.

Under Alternative 2, the company will construct a 

long-term storage facility for future waste from mining operations. The facility is designed to 

withstand an earthquake up to 6.5 on the Richter scale. I feel confident the company has considered 

multiple scenarios in the design, so it will be able to operate continuously with no problems in order 

to protect the environment.
