I am a local resident of Alma, CO. Part of the reason we live here is to enjoy access to natural spaces, & woodland areas for recreation. As we have seen our small communities grow, we have also seen the loss of access to existing trailheads and National Forest via established trails that have been there for decades. This is troubling, as we have areas with public access threatening closure, and people with private property adjoining national forest, cutting off existing trails. 

It has been my experience that simply denying access to public lands does not solve issues. Closing or decommissioning a parking area or forest service road will not likely stop adventurers from enjoying well established trails but may cause parking issues along public roadways and may encourage people to bypass gates breaking new trails further causing damage to our delicate ecosystems. 

My main concern is FSR10A HANGING TREE road which is heavily used by residents and tourists. We hike, bike and cross-country ski from this parking area. Many folks have used this point to get their Christmas trees or run their dogs or join up to connecting trails at FSR192 and 450. Please continue to maintain the parking area from CR 10.

Other concerns include decommissioning of the FSR BREAKNECK PASS and FSR BEAR PARK in Beave Creek drainage, and FSR 184 RIDGE Rd in Beaver Creek. I plead with you to convert to non-motorized access rather than full decommissioning. 

Please reconsider closing FSR 453 TOMBSTONE which connects to CR 8 Buckskin Gulch to FSR 787 Windy Ridge. We are known worlddwide for these amazing Bristlecone Trees and would be devasted to lose these trails. They also connect 10 acres of open space for the Town of Alma and the Buckskin Cemetery. Please do not close these trails. 

I sincerely hope that you reconsider these proposed closures and at the very least recommission them to non-motorized traffic only.
