With no current domestic
source of antimony, the Stibnite Gold Project is not an opportunity we can let pass us by. | have
reviewed the company's improved plans using the Burntlog Route and | believe they've outlined a
path to protect the environment and minimize impacts. The Stibnite Gold Project should be allowed
to move forward.

Let Idahoans see the benefits of the Stibnite Gold Project. The USFS has reviewing the project for the
last six years. During this time, the company has reduced the project size by 13% in the SDEIS,
decreased maximum water temperature to keep it at or below baseline conditions and eliminated
the need for long-term water treatment. The review process is working and now we need regulators
to advance the project as expeditiously as possible.
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
