The economic
impacts of the project have been closely analyzed by the USFS and numerous other independent,
third-party analysts. | know some are concerned about the project’s impacts to tourism. However,
analysis by the USFS in the DEIS importantly concluded that the Stibnite Gold Project would have
negligible socioeconomic impacts to the region’s recreation tourism sector. | hope the Stibnite Gold
Project will be allowed to move forward utilizing Burntlog Road, so we can provide more than 500
family-wage jobs to Idahoans and inject millions into the local economy.
