
Thank you for the opportunity to provide feedback on the Stibnite Gold Project as part of the NEPA 

Comment Period. I have been closely following Perpetua Resources' plans since they first came into 

our state, in large part because some of the proposed project will take place on public land. The 

more I have learned about the project, the more excited I am about the possibilities. The Stibnite 

Gold Project could help us restore an abandoned mine site. 

Our lives depend on mining. We need minerals for our cell phones, computers, cars and pretty much 

everything in between. While mining is crucial, we cannot sacrifice our environment in the process. 

Mining must be done responsibly. When the USFS identified Perpetua's improved plan as it 

preferred alternative, it signaled they believe the company can limit community and environmental 

impacts and mine. Reviewing the SDEIS, I was pleased to see the preferred alternative would 

improve water quality conditions in Meadow Creek and the East Fork of the South Fork of the 

Salmon River by removing the repurposing legacy tailings. The conditions on site are not going to fix 

themselves. Perpetua Resources is our best beat to improve water quality. 

The Stibnite Gold Project is the type of project our state needs. It has been in regulatory review for 

the past six years. During this time, public comments and scientific analysis has helped to improve 

the plan. But now it is time to move it forward. I highly encourage the U.S. Forest Service to permit 

this project, using the 2021 Modified Mine Plan presented by Perpetua Resources in the SDEIS, as 

expeditiously as possible.
