By keeping traffic away from river crossings, it also 

lowers sedimentation impacts from mining. 

After analyzing the project for the 

past six years, I urge you to now move forward and permit the mine using the 2021 Modified Mine 

Plan so Perpetua Resources can put Americans back to work.
