Perpetua Resources has been a member of our community for the past decade. During this time, the
company and its employees have become wonderful champions and supporters of Idaho. They've
volunteered their time in our schools and given generously to community causes. Perpetua
Resources' track record of following through on its promises and doing the right thing gives me the
confidence to write in support of permitting the Stibnite Gold Project.

| am pleased to see Perpetua Resources wants to take responsibility and clean up the damage left
behind by mining operations in the early 20th Century — even though the company was not involved
in any of the previous activity at the site.
