“The capacities for action altemnaives were developed based on 15120130 year growih at 2%. The selected atemnaive, similar to aitematives 2,5, and 7, used 999,000 as the capacity o design to. The faciies included in the selected
altemative are designed to accommodate 999,000, even without the remote glacier visitor area. Facilties were designed to accommodate today's use, plus additional peak hours and peak days during the extended 214 day season. OF
the 999,000 use days, 869,130 are alocated to commercial use as transportation or trail pemits; the remainder are for noncommercial use. Motorized boat permits were not inciuded in that calculation. We found through the analysis

that while the boats and remote glacier visitor area would add facilties and spread people out, it would also extend stay times for those visitors who took the boat trip, rom an estimated 2.25 hours to 4 hours, thus minimizing benefits to

capacity.

“Those who commented during scoping do have standing to object to the project based on their scoping comments. The fesponse to comments only addresses comments from the DEIS and SDEIS comment periods. Scoping comments
were addressed n the analysis and through altemative deveiopments but do not have responses provided.

Objections can lst muttple individuals or entites. From 36 CFR 218 5(): When an objection lists multiple indviduas or entities, each individual or entity must mest the requirements of paragraph (z) o tis section [nave submitted
timely, specific writen comments regarding a proposed project or acivity). Ifthe objection does notidentfy a lead objector as required at § 213 8(d)(2), the reviewing offcer il delegate the first ligile objector on the lst as the lead
objector. Individuals or entites listed on an objection that do not meet elgibilty requirements will not be considered objectors. Objections from individuas or entites that do not meet e requirements of paragragh (s) of this section will
ot be accepted and will be documented as Such in the objection record.

Note that from 218 8(c): Issues raised in objections must be based on previously submitied specic written comments regarding the proposed project or activity and atriouied to the objector, unless the issue is based on new information
that arose after the opportunities for comment. The burden is on the objector to demonsirate compliance wih this requirement or objection issues (see paragrah (d)6) of this section).
